Call for Applications
for the Award of One Scholarship Within the Doctoral Programme in 
Information Sciences  
Academic Year 2026/2027
The Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences of Josip Juraj Strossmayer University of Osijek (hereinafter: the Faculty) hereby announces a Call for Applications for the Award of One Scholarship to one Applicant enrolling for the first time in the academic year 2026/2027 in the Doctoral Programme in Information Sciences, in the field of Social Sciences, discipline of Information Sciences. 
The scholarship shall be awarded in the form of a tuition fee waiver, in accordance with the Rulebook on the Conditions and Procedures for the Award of Excellence Scholarships in Doctoral Programmes of the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences in Osijek, and the general conditions and criteria set out below.

General Conditions and Criteria for Tuition Fee Waiver
I. The Faculty undertakes to waive the tuition fee for the highest-ranked Applicant enrolling for the first time in the first year of the Doctoral Programme in Information Sciences, based on the ranking list.
II. A tuition fee shall be awarded to the Applicant with the highest number of points on the ranking list, based on the following criteria:
1. The Applicant meets the basic enrolment requirements for the Doctoral Programme.

2. During their studies, the Applicant participated in international student exchange within the Erasmus+ programme or another competitive programme.

3. During their studies, the Applicant participated in research work under supervision (the Principal Investigator must provide a detailed description of the Applicant’s role in the project and their achievements if no publication exists).

4. During their studies, the Applicant led or participated in the implementation of student research (a detailed description of the Applicant’s role and achievements must be provided if no publication exists).

5. During their studies, the Applicant participated in scientific and/or professional conferences (to be evidenced by conference abstracts).

6. During their studies, the Applicant participated in research work, and the work has been published or accepted for publication in a journal or book.

7. During their studies, the Applicant served as demonstrator.

8. During their studies, the Applicant received a Faculty Award for best student.

9. During their studies, the Applicant received an award from their home faculty.

10. During their studies, the Applicant received the Rector’s Award.

11. The Applicant's grade point average during their undergraduate and graduate studies

12. The Applicant’s grade point average in courses in Information Sciences during undergraduate and graduate studies.

*The maximum number of points that may be awarded per category is 10 (ten).

III. The tuition fee waiver applies to the first academic year. In each subsequent year, the scholarship recipient shall be exempt from paying tuition fees only if all obligations within the doctoral programme are fulfilled in a timely manner and the student enrols in the next year of study within the prescribed deadline.
IV. If the student granted a tuition fee waiver in the first year fails to fulfil all study obligations in due time and to enrol in the subsequent academic year within the prescribed deadline, the student shall be required to cover the tuition fees for the remaining duration of the programme until its completion.
V. This Call is not open to Applicants who are already employed at the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences in Osijek and who are exempt from paying tuition fees on another basis.
VI. This scholarship cannot be paid directly to the Applicant’s account and shall be granted exclusively in the form of a tuition fee waiver for Applicants who would otherwise be required to pay tuition fees upon enrolment.
VII. The tuition fee waiver includes the evaluation and defence of the doctoral dissertation, the issuance of the diploma, and the graduation ceremony.
VIII. This Call is not a Call for Applications for Enrolment in the Doctoral Programme in Information Sciences, which is published separately and to which the Applicant must apply in order to qualify for this scholarship.

2. Supporting documents demonstrating fulfilment of the criteria listed under point II

Applications are open until 25 September 2026.
If an insufficient number of candidates apply under the Call for Applications for Enrolment in the Doctoral Programme in Information Sciences, the Faculty reserves the right not to enrol a new cohort in the academic year 2026/2027. Applicants will be duly informed of this decision. In such a case, this Call shall be annulled.
